Negative-Interrogative Do you not travel abroad? Are you not travelling now?

B. Past Indefinite / Past Continuous (compared)

The Past Indefinite Tense is used for actions completed in the
past (the day before yesterday, yesterday, last -week, last night, five days ago, a month ago, in
2005):

e.g. Yesterday the Adams had dinner at the canteen. After dinner | wrote a letter to my
friend about my school life.

The Past Continuous Tense expresses an activity that was in progress (was happening) at
a particular time in the past: e.g. The Adams were having dinner when Henry saw them. He was
writing his story at 6 p.m. yesterday.

Compare the usage of the Past Indefinite and Past Continuous Tenses:
